"The Still Lives of Saints." Follow the trail, enter through the waterfall, and find yourself in an oversized religious diorama: This installation is artist Michael Velliquette's psychedelic ode to judgment, damnation, and salvation. A huge pillow shaped like a human hand, giant eyeballs that gleam with natural light, and colored things made of string encourage the viewer to contemplate transcendence. (The ornate confusion of crafty objects looks as if it'll also spur comments like, "Trippy!") Thematic elements include eyes and hands; materials are Velliquette's customarily simple ones, such as construction paper, felt-tip markers, and tape.
