A dizzying array of lead greens and electric yellows wow the visitor to Clkaire Sherman’s first UK solo show at Houldsworth Gallery in London. The young artist only graduated from her MFA in 2005 but her confident brushwork and skill as a colorist suggest a greater maturity. The ten works in the hsow depict various landscapes and range in size from the tiny, but darkly mysterious, Weeds (2005) – its black background peppered by electric blue spots raining down on a tangle of light-colored grass to the much larger, forest II (2005), its muted, sketchy ground only partially covered by the successive layers of paint, each dynamically applied to suggest the devastating effects of wind and rian. Sherman’s paintings ably evoke the fact that nature is in constant flux. At times the works appear to sign of pulse such as the small –scale Swamp and Rocks (2005), an undulating sea of vivid greens sweeping over the rocks beneath.
